d. Review brush work completed: 
All of the blind corners were brushed for better visibility.

No further brushing will be done for the time being.   This is a challenging and expensive project. 

We will discuss this more later in the summer along with the AWP.

e. There is a culvert on Wilson road , south of Jenson's Road that drains to nowhere and is all clogged up and is often hit with the grader.

Motion was made to direct contractor to remove and store.

All in favor.

None opposed.

We need to find a place to store this culvert  and the other culverts we have .  Will Ask DRC at the next meeting about storing them inside the fenced area at the landfill.  

f.  We encourage public comments/ feed back but really need to get these down on paper. 

An article was put in the paper asking the public for feed back and submitting their comments to City Hall.

There are some issues concerning present roads and private property. These issues will be researched and bought before the council to determine the direction and correct legal actions.
