May 10, 2006

Minutes were read and approved from last meeting

Budget Report: Tom Mclaughlin gave a summary of the FY report .

Next year would be the last for funding from the Forest Receipts , even though, the money thus far has helped the city provide a good base from a budgeting standpoint,  where funding would come from in the future remains to be seen. 
KN presented the committee with a spread sheet to help compare monthly costs, with the total estimated annual costs that was bid on.  Kim also reported from the CC that "yes" Bill's Road was indeed on city property and that it will be put on the list for grading etc. 

Letter from Mossy: After discussion it was decided that Kim would go and talk with her, and Laurie would find out what the other neighbors along the road use as a physical address. 
Letter for Harmon: Kim read an e-mail from Fairweather, stating that a removal of road side and property berm be remove, along with "mucking" out the ditch. The committee feels at this time, it would be best to not alter the ditch or berm on the road side.  If Mr. Harmon wants to remove the berm on his property, we can not tell him to do otherwise  but feel that the berm does offer protection of his property when it floods and feel that it  could  create an opportunity for a lot of the water that does flow out that ditch to flood  his property . 

Until we can come up with a master plan for culverts and drainage for Rink Creek, we feel at this time we advise against any major land alteration that borders the road.

We feel that the willow and alders growing on the road side do provide for some water and erosion  control .

( Although the trees could be trimmed back while leaving the roots and low growth in place.)

Barry/DeBoer: John Barry was kind enough to come and share with the committee his issue, re-establishing his property rights. The committee felt it was none of the city's business, and for him to do as needed to get the job done., seeing that what he wants to do does not affect the road.


Review Resolutions: Kim read to the committee the resolutions to help remind us what we are about. 

Annual Work Plan: Laurie Ross made a motion to form a task force, to research, and gather information designing road specs, for any future road building.  Tom M./ Mike T. will begin work on this.

Evaluation format: Kim asked for ideas how to evaluate roads on a 1-5 basis
