Definitions

Class A Roads:  

· Two emergency vehicles can pass in opposite directions

· Solid road base

· Adequate ditching

· Good turn-around (turning radius or intersection)

· No Brush or tree encroachment

· Considered a primary thoroughfare (Class B and Class C roads branch off of it)

Class B Roads:
· Two passenger vehicles can pass in opposite directions

· Adequate road base

· Wide enough to maintain with road grader

· No brush or tree encroachment

· Adequate drainage

· Adequate turn-around (maintenance vehicle can turn, but less efficiently than Class A)

Class C Roads:

· Single lane traffic

· No or constricted turn-around

· Poor drainage

· Inadequate road bed

· Brush encroachment

· Tree constrictions

Class D Roads:
· Adequate for passage of emergency vehicles
