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The purpose of this document is to help us create a  simple strategy  that we can use as a guideline to provide basic maintenance for our roads.

Our major objectives include:

1. To allow for emergency vehicle access with a 13' vertical clearance.

2. Continue to built up the height of roads by adding pit aggregate so that drainage is allowed with as little impact as possible.

3. Keep the roads in relatively smooth condition.

4.Find an economical way to brush and dispose of said brush. ( IN PROGRESS) 

5.  Instill ownership and encourage neighborhood  involvement in any  decisions to upgrade any of these roads.

HISTORY:

The community of Gustavus is going on its third year of receiving funds from a Federal program from Forest Service revenue  receipts to help smaller community improve their roads. This source of funds will end soon and we will either need to look for other sources or end these services.

We have tried to improve the quality of the various roads that we have here without radically changing the nature of each road.

To say the lease, this has been a very challenging chore.  Some folks want more service, others want less.

We have come up with a "general" rating system of A,B,C,D roads to give some sort of way to classify the various roads.  

By using this system we have been able to track how much service each road needs at least to meet our major objectives and project our needs for the coming year.

After 2 1/2 years, We now  feel like we have a pretty good understanding of the cost involved  in providing this service.

We must all realize that  each road has its own uniqueness  and that as long as our roads are gravel and our quality of gravel continues to be the same there is only so much that we can EVER do  to improve  these roadways.
