Road Committee Meeting Minutes

January 3, 2007

Meeting called to order 5:00 PM

Attendance:  Kim Ney, Tom McLaughlin, Mike Taylor, Chuck Gilpen, Wayne Clark, Kathy and Erik Lochman,  Kapryce Manchester, John Nixon, Wayne Howell

Reading of the minutes from last months meeting:  Minutes were approved with a few changes.

Road Condition Report:  Roads were reported to be in good condition except icy.  

Budget Report:  Tom presented the budget report.  Kim raised the question of whether to have one large purchase order for snow plowing or three smaller ones. 

Old Business:  
A. Mike and Tom presented the Road Construction Standards.  Modifications were suggested by Kim and Erik.  Tom will incorporate comments and present the Standards at the next meeting for final approval and then will be given to the city council.  Tom will meet with John Nixon to go over utility coordination requirements.  Kim will provide platting information as noted on John Barry’s subdivision plat by the DNR.  Erik will email his comments.

B. Bill Kruger’s letter regarding Same Old Road.  A discussion was held about the naming of roads.  The committee wondered if this was our responsibility or not.  Tom volunteered to head the investigation into this subject.

C. Rotation of Liaison – Kim state that she had brought the issue of rotating the Road Committee’s liaison to the council and  they said no because it required too much time for someone new to get up to speed..

New Business:

A. Kim brought up the problem of when to call out trucks for plowing based on the amount of snowfall.  

B. Acceptance of plowing done:  It was decided that standard procedure would be to accept a snow plowing within two days and after this it will be considered accepted.

C. Access to residents for fuel delivery:  The subject of access to unoccupied houses for fuel delivery was raised.  How do we know who needs to have access?  Residents should contact the city if they wish to have their road plowed for fuel delivery when their residence is not occupied.  Also the issue of emergency access was discussed.  It was decided that residents need to notify the city when they are out of time but will need to have fuel delivered.

D. Kathy asked the committee to define plowing “shoulder to shoulder”.  The definition that we agreed upon was “it is the same as the road surface that you grade in the summer”.    The clearance of snow to 30” high on curves was also discussed.  “Where does the  requirement to clear above 30” start and end.”  Stop sign areas are areas where a driver would normally stop.  This will be discussed further at the next meeting.

E. What is the Road Committee’s Mandate?  Tabled until the next meeting.

F. Kathy and Erik presented a letter regarding coordination with the road committee.  It will be discussed at the next meeting.
