SNOW PLOWING INFORMATION

With the heavy snows so far this winter the City has already spent more than $16,000 for snow removal.  That is $6,000 more than we had originally budgeted for that purpose, and more than we have spent in any other year, and we still have 3 months of winter ahead of us.  But the City Council recognizes the importance of keeping the roads open so people can go about their daily schedules.  To make the money stretch further we have had to hold off plowing only when we needed to, and that approach has worked well (and the rains have helped!).   Our contractor has been responsive and adaptable, and working together with the Road Committee we have been able to keep things open.  However, we now find ourselves needing to make a difficult decision.  We have only $12,000 left in the road budget until new Forest Receipts come in, sometime in the next few months – we are not certain when that will be, nor how much we will get.  The City Council, working with the Road Committee, is mulling over ideas about how to best use our remaining funds, and what to do when they run out.  Please join us at the City Council meeting on Thursday night, January 11, to help us find a solution.
