101-1.02  Definitions. 
Approval of Contract.  The execution of the required contract documents by both parties.  

Award.  The acceptance by the City of the successful bidders proposal.  

Bid Bond.  The security furnished with a bid to guarantee that the bidder will enter into the contract if his bid is accepted.  

Change Order.  A written order issued by the COAR or Engineer to the Contractor in accordance with Subsection 104-1.02, authorizing the performance of work within the general scope of the contract and establishing the basis of payment, time adjustment and specification change for said work.

 City.  The City of Gustavus as constituted under the laws of the State of Alaska.  

Completion Date.  The completion date is shown in the proposal, all work shall be completed by that date, except as otherwise provided in the contract.  

Contract.  The written agreement between the City and the Contractor setting forth the obligations of the parties thereunder, including, but not limited to, the performance of the work, furnishing of labor and materials, and the basis of payment.  

The contract includes all the items contained in the table of contents of the bid package and/or contract documents, all addenda, Specifications, Special Provisions, Plans, and Notice to Proceed, also any work orders, change orders and supplemental agreements that are required to complete the con​struction of the work in an acceptable manner, all of which constitute one instrument.  

Contract Item (Pay Item).  A specifically described item of work for which a price is provided in the contract.  

Contracting Officer.  The Contracting Officer is identified on the Invitation for Bids and is the person authorized to enter into and administer the contract on behalf of the City.  He has authority to make findings, determinations and decisions with respect to the contract and, when necessary, to modify or terminate the contract.

Contracting Officer’s Authorized Representative (COAR).  The Contracting Officer’s on-site inspector or delegated administrator of the contract.

Contractor.  The individual, firm, corporation, or any acceptable combination thereof, contracting with the City for performance of prescribed work.  

Directive.  A written communication to the Contractor from the COAR or Engineer enforcing or interpreting a contract requirement or ordering commencement of an item of work which appears in the contract as modified by previous change documents, the addition of items of work that are within the general scope of the contract and the deletion of contract items.  

Engineer or Project Engineer.  The Contracting Officer acting directly or through his duly authorized representative(s) (COAR), who is responsible for ensuring that the Contractor's furnishing of materials, workmanship, and construction is in accordance with these provisions, the plans and specifications.  

Inspector.  The Engineer's authorized representative assigned to make detailed inspections of contract performance.  The inspector is not authorized to modify the contract, or to act as foreman for the contractor.

Laboratory.  The testing laboratory which may be designated by the Engineer.  

Major and Minor Contract Items.  A major contract item shall be any item that is listed in the proposal, the total cost of which is equal to or greater than 10 percent of the total amount of the awarded contract.  All other items shall be considered minor contract items.  

Notice to Proceed.  Written notice to the Contractor establishing the effective date of the Contract.

Payment Bond.  The security furnished by the Contractor and his surety to guarantee payment of the debts covered by the bond.  

Performance Bond.  The security furnished by the Contractor and his surety to guarantee performance of the work in accordance with the contract.  

Plans.  The approved plans, profiles, typical cross sections, accepted working or shop drawings and supplemental drawings, or reproductions thereof, which show the location, character, dimensions, and details of the work to be done.  

Project.  The specific sites and facilities together with all appurtenances and construction to be performed thereon under the contract.  

Proposal.  The offer of a bidder, on the prescribed form, to perform the work and to furnish the labor and materials at the prices quoted.  

Right-of-Way.  A general term denoting land, property, or interest therein, acquired for or devoted to the project.  

Special Provisions.  Additions and revisions to the General Provisions covering conditions peculiar to an individual project.  

Specifications.  A general term applied to all directions, provisions and requirements pertaining to performance of the work.  

Specified Completion Date.  The date on which the contract work is specified to be completed.  

Standard Drawings.  Drawings approved by the City for repetitive use, showing details to be used where appropriate.  

State.  The State of Alaska acting through its authorized representative(s).  

Structures.  Docks, approaches to docks, gangways, bridges, dolphins, floats, floating breakwaters, launching ramps, grids, fendering systems and other features which may be encountered in the work and not otherwise classed herein.  

Subcontractor.  An individual, firm, or corporation to whom the Contractor sublets part of the contract. 

Superintendent.  The Contractor's representative in responsible charge of the work, who shall be authorized to receive and execute orders and directions of the Engineer.  

Supplemental Agreement.  A written agreement between the Contractor and the Department covering work that is not within the general scope of the contract, or which deletes a major contract item.  

Surety.  The corporation, partnership or individual, other than the Contractor, executing a bond furnished by the Contractor.  

Work.  Work shall mean the furnishing of all labor, materials, equipment, and other incidentals necessary or convenient to the successful completion of the project and the carrying out of all the duties and obligations imposed by the contract.  

Working Drawings.  Stress sheets, shop drawings, erection plans, falsework plans, framework plans, cofferdam plans, bending diagrams for reinforcing steel, or any other supplementary plans or similar data which the Contractor is required to submit to the Engineer for review.  

In order to avoid cumbersome and confusing repetition of expressions in these specifications, it is provided that wherever anything is, or is to be done, if, as, or, when, or where "contemplated, required, determined, directed, specified, authorized, ordered, give, deemed, necessary, permitted, reserved, suspended, established, approval, approved, disapproved, acceptable, unacceptable, suitable, accepted, satisfactory, unsatisfactory, sufficient, insufficient, rejected, or condemned," it shall be understood as if the expression were followed by the words "by the Engineer" or "to the Engineer".  

Terms not defined above shall have their ordinary accepted meanings within the context in which they are used.  Words which have a well-known technical or trade meaning when used to describe work, materials or equipment shall be interpreted in accordance with such meaning.  

The titles and headings of the sections, subsections and subparts herein are intended for convenience of reference and shall not be considered as having bearing on their interpretation.  

When a publication is specified, it shall refer to the most recent date of issue prior to the date of advertisement for the project unless the issue as of a specific date or year is specified.  
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
