Thank you for asking the road committee our thoughts on the  work you  have been asked to do on Rink Creek Road for Mr. Harmon.

Rink Creek road is very challenging  . as  you are well aware of.

The committee feels at this time, it would be best to not alter the ditch or berm on the road side.  If Mr. Harmon wants to remove the berm on his property, we can not tell him to do otherwise  but feel that the berm does offer protection of his property when it floods and feel that it  could  create an opportunity for a lot of the water that does flow out that ditch onto his property .

Until we can come up with a master plan for culverts and drainage for Rink Creek, we feel at this time we advise against any major land alteration that borders the road.

We feel that the willow and alders growing on the road side do provide for some water and erosion  control .

The trees could be trimmed back while leaving the roots and low growth in place.

Presently we are working on our Master plan which will address drainage issues and hopefully, in the future will allow you the opportunity to landscape this area.

I n the meantime I hope you understand the complexity of trying to resolve all the road challenges that are set before a volunteer committee with a limited budget.
