Dear Dick,

Thank you for coming to our Road Committee meeting.  We appreciate your willingness to help us keep Rink Creek and Wilson Road in shape.  It is also nice to know that you are concerned about  safety and that you will talk to your employees about driving the speed limits we have posted. 

You mentioned that the city could possibly secure some rock from your project  for future use . We would be very interested in knowing how we could do so and at what cost so that we may present that information to the city council.

As you know, rock is hard to come by and would be a wonderful resource  to have access to for projects like the one that Steve Manchester so graciously did for us to repair the slump on Rink Creek Road.  You also mention the possibility of securing some beach-type gravel, provided there is sufficient for the city as well.  We are appreciative of these offers, and look forward to working with you to make this happen.

On another note, I would like to bring up the issue of the condition and uses on Wilson/Rink Creek roads.  Our contractor has been diligent in trying to stay up with maintenance, but the road degrades within days of grading.  Many of us have noted that there seems to be much more traffic on the road than predicted in your Road Management Plan.  Though we do not have exact numbers, I think it goes without saying that we are seeing significantly more than "six round trips per day in light vehicles" (estimates by a number of residents is at least double that).   Furthermore, your plan specifically states, "It is not planned that rink Creek Road will be used for hauling road building gravel material in dump trucks".  Yet we have seen just such activity occurring regularly, as your dump trucks have been hauling rock to place around the Dray.  With these issues in mind, I would like to request that you consider providing more maintenance help on Wilson/Rink Creek road than proposed in your Road Management Plan.   Would it be possible for you to come to the next city work session on Thursday the 17th at City Hall.
