(w ant to say something about if you want your road graded more there is nothing stopping you from paying for it yourself or gathering up monies from your neighbor to do so????? If you want it graded more)

Please keep in mind, regardless of what we want to do to the roads,  the weather and moisture content of the roads only allows us certain windows of opportunity to do varies types of services. 

At the present time, we are putting out a new contract for bid  to provide these services but at the moment are without .
