When Gustavus became a City, we qualified for funds from the National  Forest Receipts to help maintain our roads and emergency services.

A committee was formed and tasked with recording information and mileage of roads that we possible would maintain.  The  more mileage  we claimed the more money we received.  We no do have to do the same level of maintenance on these roads but something should be done on each that we claim, whether it is just an occasional snow plowing, tree trimming or the whole 9 yards.

Most of these roads are as unique as the people living on them and trying to come up with a form of classifying them has been very challenging and has not yet been achieved.

In the meantime, a guideline  for the construction of new roads was developed and accepted as a policy by the city  and  spells  out 4 classes of roads.

In am attempt to have only  one set of road standards for both old and new, I have tried to classify the old roads to the best of my ability  using the new road standards.

When there was a conflict in definition, I used the width and condition of the road as opposed to the number of households connected to that road.
