This work consists of SNOWPLOWING per City Road Specification #215 attached.  Work shall be performed at the direction of the Road Maintenance Committee.  All provisions of this Request For Quotation will become contractual requirements of the purchase order.  

 

THE PERIOD OF PERFORMANCE for this work is from date of award (receipt of purchase order) to June 30, 2009.  

Throughout the period of performance, the contractor is responsible for keeping and submitting monthly work logs and billing records to the City Clerk, with a copy submitted simultaneously to the Road Committee Chair.  

INSTRUCTIONS TO BIDDER:

Bidder must submit quotes for all bid schedule items listed.  

 

Bid Schedule sheets must be manually signed (original signature).

 

Erasure or other changes made to the Bid Schedule sheets must be initialed by the person signing the bid.  Note:  "White Out" or other liquid correction methods must be initialed.

SUBCONTRACTING:

LABOR RATES

METHOD OF AWARD:  Award will be made to the lowest responsive, responsible bidder meeting all the requirements.  For purposes of determining the lowest bidder, the extended bid amounts (estimated amount ( unit cost) will be totaled to give a total bid amount. This contract is on an “as required” basis.  Quantities listed are estimations for award purposes only.  The City reserves the right to increase or decrease quantities as necessary to accomplish the actual requirements and make payment for those quantities at the unit price bid.

GENERAL PROVISIONS
 

RFQ INSTRUCTION TO BIDDERS

 

Any response not meeting the requirements of the bidding documents shall be considered non-responsive.

 

Offers made in accordance with the bidding documents must be good and firm for a period of ninety days from the date of bid opening unless otherwise noted. 

 

Bids will be received at the time and place stated in the bidding documents.  It is the sole responsibility of the bidder to see that his bid is submitted on time.  Any bid received after the scheduled opening time will not be considered, but will be held unopened.  No responsibility will be attached to any officer for the premature opening of or failure to open a bid not properly addressed and identified.

 

The City of Gustavus may accept or reject any or all bids for good cause shown, to waive minor deviations from the specifications, and to waive any informality in bids received, when such acceptance, rejection, or waiver is in the best interest of the City of Gustavus.  Informalities in bids are matters of form rather than substance evident from the bid document, or insignificant mistakes that can be waived or corrected without prejudice to other bidders; that is, the effect on price, quantity, quality, delivery, or contractual conditions is negligible, and waiver of the informality does not grant the bidder a competitive advantage.

 

The City of Gustavus may cancel the RFQ if such cancellation is in the best interest of the City.

 

In the case of error in the extension of prices in the bid, the unit price will govern.

 

It is the responsibility of the bidder to obtain a current copy of all bid documents from the City Clerk.

 

If any Addenda are issued pertaining to the bidding documents and subject Addenda are not acknowledged, the bid will be considered non-responsive.

 

Telegraphic bids will not be accepted unless specifically noted on the cover sheet.

 

Each bid shall be made on the form provided by the City of Gustavus or copy thereof and shall be signed by the bidder with signature in full.

 

After depositing a bid, a bidder may withdraw, modify, or correct his bid, providing the City of Gustavus receives the request for such withdrawal, modification, or correction before the time set for opening bids.  The original bid, as modified by such written communication will be considered as the bid.  No bidder will be permitted to withdraw his bid after the time set for opening bids.

 

The Contractor shall perform the duties specified in this solicitation.  The Contractor understands that the City makes no representation that it will look exclusively to the Contractor for the type of goods or services requested.  The Contractor will perform the duties under this agreement as an independent contract.  The City of Gustavus assumes no responsibility for any interpretation or representations made by any of its officers or agents unless such interpretations or representations are made by Addenda.

 

PURCHASE ORDER/CONTRACT

 

It is the intent of the City of Gustavus to use a purchase order and the bidding documents to establish the contractual relationship between the City of Gustavus and the lowest responsive, responsible bidder.  The following conditions shall apply:

The unilateral right of the City of Gustavus to order in writing temporary stopping of the work or delaying performance that does not alter the scope of the contract;

Termination of the contract for default;

Termination of the contract in whole or in part for the convenience of the City of Gustavus;

INDEMNIFY AND HOLD HARMLESS
The bidder shall defend and indemnify the City, its officers, agents, and employees, against any claims, loss, or damages arising from injury to person(s), damage to property, or economic loss, arising out of, in whole or in part, the bidder’s performance or non-performance of its duties under this agreement and any defects in the goods and services provided by the bidder.  This duty to defend and indemnify shall include responsibility for all damages, costs, and attorney fees. GUSTAVUS ROAD MAINTENANCE SUPPLEMENTAL CONDITIONS

 

AUTONUMOUT
Some of the elements of the bid schedule may be subject to the provisions of Title 36 of the Alaska Statutes.  Title 36 provides for the payment of prevailing rates of pay on public construction or public works as published in the current State of Alaska Department of Labor Wage and Hour Administration Pamphlet No. 600, and requires weekly submission of certified payrolls.

Public construction or public works means the on-site field surveying, erection, rehabilitation, alteration, extensions or repair, including painting or redecorating of buildings, highways or other improvements to real property under contract for the state, a political subdivision of the state, or a regional school board.

The bidder is encouraged to study the elements of bid schedule and determine the applicability of provisions of Title 36, Alaska Statutes.  If you have questions regarding the applicability of Statutes to the work to be performed, please contact the Department of Labor, Wage and Hour Administration, 1111 W 8th St, Juneau, AK, or call (907) 465-4842.

 

AUTONUMOUT
Bidders should visit the premises to ascertain pertinent conditions, such as the area, location, accessibility, and general character of the premises. A road maintenance map, road mileage report, and list of Committee members are attached to all IFB and RFQ bidding documents.  The bidders assume the risk that actual site conditions differ from the proposed contract documents or from those ordinarily encountered.

 

AUTONUMOUT
The City of Gustavus reserves the right to inspect the Contractor's equipment prior to award and to reject any bid if the equipment is not in reliable operating condition or if the equipment is not able to produce the specified work according to the specifications.

 

AUTONUMOUT
The Contractor shall supply knowledgeable and competent operators with each piece of equipment, who are capable of doing the required work.

 

AUTONUMOUT
The City of Gustavus reserves the right to increase or decrease quantities to the limits of the available funding.  Payment for work done shall be at the Unit Price Bid or fractional unit for each bid item completed.

 

AUTONUMOUT
All work required under the Contract shall be completed in a timely manner.  Failure to complete work in a timely manner shall be grounds for termination of this Contract.  In case of default by the contractor, for any reason whatsoever, the City of Gustavus may procure the goods or services from another source and hold the contractor responsible for any resulting increase in cost or other remedies under law or equity.

 

AUTONUMOUT
Debarment or Suspension:  The Gustavus City Council may debar (for a period of not more than three years) or suspend (for a period of not more than three months) a person for cause from consideration for award of contracts.  The causes for debarment include but are not limited to:

 

A.
Deliberate failure without good cause to perform in accordance with the specifications or within the time limit provided in the contract, or

 

B.
A recent record of failure to perform or of unsatisfactory performance in accordance with the terms of one or more contracts; provided that failure to perform or unsatisfactory performance caused by acts beyond the control of the Contractor shall not be considered to be a basis for debarment.

 

AUTONUMOUT
Contractor shall make all necessary efforts to protect existing privately or publicly owned facilities, equipment, improvements and landscaping; the destruction, removal or relocation of which is not contemplated under this contract.  In the event that protection of any existing facilities is not possible due to construction requirements, the Contractor shall advise the Road Maintenance Committee of the problem and shall cooperate with the Road Maintenance Committee in seeking a reasonable solution to the problem.  The Contractor shall not proceed with work resulting in damage to or destruction of such existing facilities until the Road Maintenance Committee has given approval to proceed in writing.

 

AUTONUMOUT
Contractor shall be entirely responsible for any and all damage sustained by any and all parties affected by utility outages caused by him, whether the outages are deliberate or accidental.  The Contractor shall make all necessary efforts to prevent damage, and shall make all necessary efforts to promptly repair and restore facilities or equipment damaged as a result of such outages.

 

AUTONUMOUT
The Road Maintenance Committee will provide the necessary rights-of-way or easements for the work.  Contractor shall confine his operations to the designated areas and observe all restrictions contained in any easements.

AUTONUMOUT
The Road Maintenance Committee does not anticipate that the work required herein will involve moving or excavating through utility lines or poles, sewer or water lines, culverts, mailboxes, fences, etc.  However, if in the course of Contractor's work, existing privately or publicly owned facilities, equipment, improvements and landscaping, etc. suffer damage due to Contractor's operations, intentional or unintentional, Contractor shall be responsible to have such facility, equipment, improvement and landscaping restored to its previous condition, or better, and at no additional cost to the City of Gustavus.

 

AUTONUMOUT
The Contractor shall take road service direction only from the Road Committee, Mayor, or Mayor’s designee speaking on behalf of the Mayor.  Should the Contractor, while performing City work, be approached by a resident with a complaint, suggestion, or request, the Contractor shall politely explain that he/she is being directed by the Road Committee and ask the resident please to direct any questions, concerns, or requests to a member of the Road Committee. 

AUTONUMOUT
All Contractors submitting a bid for this contract shall have and keep in effect an Alaska Business License and an Alaska Contractors License.  The Contractor shall be responsible for any additional licenses and/or permits required in the locality of the work. The City of Gustavus is responsible for all special permits such as ADF&G and Army Corp of engineers permitting. The Contractor shall further be responsible for current licenses for all subcontractors and suppliers, as required by law, during the term of the Contract and provide proof thereof upon request.  If proof of required licensure is not submitted to the Clerk within 10 days of bid closure, then bidder shall be determined to be nonreponsive.

 

AUTONUMOUT
The name or names of Committee members who have authority to call for work under this contract will be provided to the Contractor.  The Contractor shall be notified in writing of any changes to the membership of the Committee during the term of the contract.  The Committee will inform the Contractor regarding which member of the Committee is the point of contact for directing the Contractor at any time during the Contract.

 

AUTONUMOUT
Unless otherwise specified in the Technical Specifications and Special Conditions to the Technical Specifications, response time for snowplowing is 6 hours from notice or as negotiated with the Road Service Committee.  In the event that the contractor is unable to perform within this time frame, the Committee shall have the right independently to contract with another party to perform the work.

 

AUTONUMOUT
Other Goods and Services:

 

A.
In addition to specifications listed in the bid schedule, other work may be required to fulfill the scope of the agreement, and may be requested by the Road Maintenance Committee.   

 

B
At the Road Maintenance Committee’s discretion, the Contractor may be requested to provide a written bid prior to the work and in such case shall proceed only upon written (or e-mailed) notice by the Committee.  The Committee shall have the right to reject any such bids and to independently contract with another party to perform the requested work.

 

C.
After completion of the work, the Contractor shall provide to the Road Maintenance Committee all material invoices and receipts and a log of equipment and/or labor time for payment.

 

AUTONUMOUT
Minimum Call-Out Amounts:

AUTONUMOUT
Notification and Acceptance of Finished Work:

The contractor shall notify the Road Committee when the requested work is complete and will inspect and will notify the Contractor of any deficiencies within 48 hours.

19.        Billing:

             The contractor will submit billing around the 15th and the 30th of each month contractual work has been performed.

20.
Convenience Termination:

 

This contract may be terminated by: (A) mutual consent of the parties, (B) for the convenience of the City of Gustavus, provided that the City of Gustavus notifies the Contractor in writing of its intent to terminate under this paragraph at least 10 days prior to the effective date of the termination.  (C) For cause, by either party where the other party fails in any material way to perform its obligations under this contract; provided, however, that as a condition of the exercise of its right of termination under this paragraph the terminating party shall notify the other party of its intent to terminate this contract and state with reasonable specificity the grounds therefore, and the defaulting party shall have filed within 30 days of receiving the notice to cure the default.  (D) Termination pursuant to this section shall not affect the parties' continuing obligations under this contract and all other portions shall continue to be in full force and effect.  The City of Gustavus shall pay the Contractor for all satisfactory work performed before notice of termination.

 

END OF GUSTAVUS ROAD MAINTENANCE SUPPLEMENTAL CONDITIONS

INSURANCE REQUIREMENTS

 

During the term of the contract, the Contractor shall obtain and maintain in force the insurance coverage specified in this section with an insurance company rated “Excellent” or “Superior” by 

A. M. Best Company or specifically approved by the City Council.

 

Limits:  The CONTRACTOR shall obtain insurance for not less than the following limits:

· Commercial general liability: coverage written on an occurrence basis with limits of not less than $1,000,000 per occurrence;

· Comprehensive automobile liability:  $1,000,000 combined single limit;

· Workers’ compensation:  $100,000 each accident, $500,000 disease--policy limit, and $100,000 disease--each employee.

 

Automobile Liability Insurance: All autos, or all owned, non-owned, and hired automobiles must be insured when the CONTRACTOR is using them to do work under this Agreement.  If the CONTRACTOR submits insurance covering only scheduled autos, then the CONTRACTOR must assure that any additional vehicles are insured before using them in the work under this Agreement. 

 

Workers’ Compensation: Any employee of the CONTRACTOR must be covered by workers’ compensation insurance during the term of the Agreement. This policy must be endorsed with a waiver of subrogation in favor of the CITY.  The CONTRACTOR is not required to provide a certificate of workers’ compensation insurance if the Contractor certifies in a manner acceptable to the CITY that the Contractor has no employees subject to the Act.  The CONTRACTOR is not required to provide a certificate of workers’ compensation covering certain employees under the following circumstances: Corporations - If the executive officer claims an exemption, then the CONTRACTOR must provide a certificate of waiver for that officer from the Alaska Department of Labor; Sole Proprietors - The CONTRACTOR must sign a workers’ compensation release on a form provided by the CITY; Partnerships - Every partner must sign a workers’ compensation release on a form provided by the CITY.

 

Alternate Coverage: A combination of primary and excess/umbrella policies may be used to fulfill the insurance requirements of this section. 

 

Additional Insured: During the contract term, the CONTRACTOR shall add and maintain the CITY as an additional insured in the Contractor’s commercial general liability policy.  This policy will provide primary coverage for the CITY, and it will provide that the policy treats each additional insured as though the insurer had issued separate policies. 

 

Certificate of Insurance: Prior to commencing any work under this Agreement, the CONTRACTOR will provide a certificate of insurance in a form acceptable to the CITY showing that the CONTRACTOR has the required insurance coverage.  

 

Cancellation:  The CONTRACTOR must assure that the CITY receives notice if the Contractor’s insurance is going to be canceled, not renewed, or changed.  The certificate of insurance must say that the insurer will notify the CITY at least 30 days before the insurer cancels, refuses to renew, or materially changes the coverage. 

 

Increased Coverage: If during the Agreement term the CITY requires higher limits of insurance than those listed in this section, and if the insurer raises the premium as a result of the higher limits of insurance, then the CITY will pay the CONTRACTOR the difference between the new and old premiums.

 

Subcontracting: The General Contractor is responsible to the CITY to verify insurance on all subcontractors and furnish copies of it to the CITY upon request.  All subcontractors must carry and show proof of the minimum limits of liability indicated above. 

SECTION 215

SNOW PLOWING

215-1.01 Description:

This work consists of plowing snow from roadway and City lot surfaces.

215-2.01 Plowing Requirements:

The roadway surface shall be cleared of snow from roadway shoulder to roadway shoulder each time it is plowed, in the same width area as if grading that particular road.  The end of each road shall be cleared to the maximum width allowable unless otherwise directed by the Committee.  The Contractor shall be responsible for all damages he causes to the roadway surface and damages to any facilities located in or along the roadway.  The cleared width shall not be allowed to narrow as consecutive plowings occur.  (If the Contractor has to push snow berms back during winter to maintain roadway width, this work shall not be paid for.)

The Contractor is not responsible for clearing snow berms from the entrances to driveways.  It shall be the responsibility of residents to clear snow berms from their own driveways.

Snow berms shall be winged back at road intersection radii to a maximum height of 30 inches measured from roadway centerline.

All snow plowing shall commence within 6 hours from the time the Contractor is called out by the Road Committee unless otherwise arranged with the Road Committee.  The Road Committee shall designate to the contractor the name(s) of person(s) with authority to call out for snow plowing.

215-3.01 Method of Measurement:

Snow plowing will be measured by the mile and shall include as many passes as necessary to remove snow according to the Plowing Requirements.  The Contractor shall be called out to plow snow by the Road Committee before 12 inches of fresh snow has accumulated.  Fresh snow is defined as snow less than one week old.

The contractor and Road Committee shall negotiate snow plowing at the hourly rate and follow procedures described in the Other Goods and Services Section whenever either of the following conditions occurs:

A.
The contractor claims more than 12 inches of fresh snow has accumulated and the depth of fresh snow is 12 inches according to snowfall records kept by the National Weather Service for Gustavus.

B.
The total snowfall accumulation is more than 80 inches, as measured by the National Weather Service for Gustavus.

215-4.01 Basis of Payment:

Snow plowing will be paid for at the contract unit price per mile, or portion thereof, completed and accepted by the Road Committee.  Snowplowing of non-road City facilities such as parking lots and access areas shall be paid at the unit price bid in the bid schedule.
